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Overview
Knowledge engineering is based on both Computer Science and Artificial Intelligence, as it aims at providing human expertise in order to produce sophisticated answers to complicated situations. The main difficulty lies in the acquisition of a sufficient quality and quantity of knowledge to enable a problem to be resolved by the system. 
As for Knowledge management, it is concerned with the creation, mapping, transfer and use of knowledge in order to make any organization successful. This requires the use of methods and tools related to Artificial Intelligence.
Hence, both knowledge engineering and management share the need to acquire and organize knowledge so as to focus on solving problems and identifying opportunities.
