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Objectives and Motivation
Big data analytics is the study of data to extract valuable information and patterns. 90% of data available on the web was created in the past few years mainly because of new technologies available such as: smart phones, GPS, sensors, and credit cards. With the exponential growth and enlarged complexity of data, traditional relational processing systems have become inadequate. In the past few years, there have been tremendous amounts of advancements in analyzing large volumes of complex data. There is a demanding need to find better ways to gather, store, and analyze these large amounts of data in order to find valuable patterns.
 This special session focuses on research ideas with the three dimensions (or the three V’s) of big data: Volume, Variety, and Velocity. Extracting valuable information and patterns from large amounts of data is of the highest importance in a variety of applications. Topics cover descriptive, diagnostic, predictive, and prescriptive data analytics. Such applications might include, but are not limited to: deriving business patterns and trends, predicting diseases, customizing advertisement on social media, fraud detection, etc.

The scope of this special session includes, but is not limited to the following:

· Big data visualization applications
· Predictive analysis (supervised learning) and its applications
